He suggested that users wait several months until the problems with driv-
ers have been resolved.  He also suggested that if your machine is over a year old, to consider 
buying a new machine with Vista preinstalled.

I went to Tiger and stood in line for 20 minutes and then I was out the door with the new PC. I took it 
to my friend’s house and we began to set it up. I also took a 1 GB Jump Drive and a CD with some 
freeware programs such as Adaware, Spybot, Belarc Advisor and several others. After we got all the 
hardware connected we fired it up. The first thing we had to figure out was how to register XP online 
so we had to get AOL dialup working. As usual the PC had AOL already loaded so we connected 
the telephone line and started AOL. Now that AOL was working we struggled through the process of 
registering XP. After that we thought we were home free…

DUH! I had intended to use the jump drive to transfer the files from the old to the new PC since it 
was handy. To our dismay we discovered that Windows 98 does not support jump drives… So it was 
back on line to the Kingston web site to find drivers. The web site told us that Kingston no longer 
supports Windows 98 but there was one driver that might work… You guessed it… It didn’t – Hmmm 
now what. The old PC didn’t have a CD writer. Finally figured the easiest way would be to pull the 
6GB hard drive out of the old PC and install it as the E: drive on the new one… (They had parti-
tioned the 160 GB new HD with a small D: drive where they installed recovery files… They also gave 
a recovery CD… Nice touch…) So we pulled out the 6GB hard drive, changed the pin jumper to ca-
ble select, reconnected the data and power cables and rebooted the PC… Great, XP recognized the 
drive and we were back in business.

We created a directory called Old PC and copied all the data folders from the D: drive to the C: 
drive. Everything was going just fine or was it… Many of the files were Lotus.wk1 files so I asked for 
the install disks… Duh… He said he couldn’t find them anymore… Figuring we could use MS Office 
or Word Perfect 12 (which he had just bought) we installed them. Then we tried to open the Lo-
tus.wk1 files from explorer and of course they wouldn’t open. At this point we opened Excel, clicked 
on file, open, selected the old PC directory and the files didn’t show up… We noticed that file type 
was looking for excel .xls files so we clicked on the drop down menu, selected all files and there they 
were… Opening them one by one and then resaving them as an excel .xls files worked just fine… 
Now all we needed to do was go online and find XP drivers for his two printers and setup a few 
handy shortcut icons on the desktop and in the task bar.

Lastly, we placed a copy of the registry on the desktop and created a restore point…

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BYOHTPC (Part 1)

You are probably wondering what the title of my article is about?  After about a year contemplating 
and planning, I finally dove in and built my own home theater PC.  The title refers to “Build Your Own 
Home Theater PC,” and in the following article I will go through what I did to do just that.  What I 
wanted this PC to do was to capture TV shows, become a repository for all my digital pictures and   
music, and to have the ability to record any of the shows, songs, or pictures to a DVD. After doing 
some research on components, I picked up the following items to build my PC:

DFI RS482 INFINITY Socket 939 ATI Radeon Xpress 200 Micro ATX AMD Motherboard
1 GB CORSAIR DDR 400 (PC 3200) Memory  
GIGABYTE GH-ED821-LC 94 mm Ball CPU Cooler 
Seagate Barracuda 320GB 7200 RPM SATA 3.0Gb/s Hard Drive 
LG 16X DVD±R Super-Multi DVD Burner With 12X DVD-RAM Write 
AMD Athlon 64 FX-55 San Diego 2.6GHz Socket 939 Processor 
Antec Overture II Media Case
Netgear Wireless Network Card 802.11AG

I purchased an OEM copy of Windows XP Professional SP2 to use as my primary operating system 
software.  The final components were the remaining PCI TV Tuner card and the software needed to 
record TV shows.  For these items, I bought a bundle that included the TV Tuner card, wireless key-
board, remote control, and all the software I needed from a company called Snapstream 
(www.snapstream.com).  This company sells a software package called Beyond TV that allows 
you to capture TV shows to your PC for later viewing.  They also offer an additional package called 
Beyond Media that allows you to organize and manage all your music, photos, and videos. I also 
purchased the optional DVD burn plug-in which will allow me to burn videos and data from the pro-
gram.  Here is a list of some of the features that the Beyond TV product will do:

�x�� Easy Fast-Forward and Rewind- Pause fast-forward and rewind not only your recordings, but 
also live television. Beyond TV supports multiple speeds of fast-forward and rewind and 30-second 
skip and 7-second instant replay.

�x�� Powerful Program Guide- Beyond TV's integrated electronic program guide (EPG) has up-to-
date listings for the U.S. and Canada. Tell Beyond TV what kind of broadcast source you have and it 
will construct a personalized guide for you.

�x�� Intelligent Recordings- Tell Beyond TV which shows to record and it'll do the rest. Record an 
entire TV series, a single show, or all of the new episodes of a show with the click of a button.

�x�� Skip Commercials With SmartSkip™ -Tired of sitting through commercials? Seen the first five 
minutes already? Quickly watch recorded shows by skipping blocks of commercials or other parts of 
the show. SmartSkip™ lets you watch TV more efficiently and conveniently than ever. Turn on the 
SmartSkip™ feature and Beyond TV will automatically insert markers at major scene changes of all 
HD and SD recordings, creating chapters. Users can then easily skip quickly from one chapter to an-
other at the touch of a button. Skip thirty second intervals, or play seven second instant replays.

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Goodbye Dual Boot....Hello Virtualization!

My first dual boot system...ahh I remember it well.  I had a dual 486/33 processor motherboard, 256 
megabytes of memory, and a huge 40 GB hard drive.  I bought a product called System Commander 
that helped me setup a boot partition in which I could boot to multiple operating systems.  I wanted 
to learn Red Hat and I had only enough money for my current system.  I couldn't go out and buy an-
other machine to dedicate to another operating system nor could I give up my Windows box.  The 
product worked well and I was able switch between operating systems.  For many of us, the only 
way to run multiple operating systems on the same machine is do use a similar product to setup the 
dual boot or to do it manually.  Well those days are over with!  The last several years has brought us 
a huge change in how we will view hardware and operating systems.  This new technology, or 
should I say old technology brought to the X86 platform, is called Virtualization.  This technology 
adds an abstraction layer that decouples the physical hardware from the operating system.  This 
gives us the ability to run multiple virtual machines, with heterogeneous operating systems to run in 
isolation, side-by-side on the same physical machine.  So what does this mean to us?  Virtualization 
allows us to run Red Hat Linux, Windows XP, and DOS on the same physical machine all at the 
same time!  Virtualization is by no means new.  It was first introduced in the 1960s to allow partition-
ing of large mainframe resources which were expensive.  Eventually minicomputers and PCs pro-
vided a more efficient, affordable way to distribute processing power, so by the 1980s, Virtualization 
was no longer widely employed.  In the 1990s, researchers began to look for some of the problems 
associated with the proliferation of less expensive hardware.  These problems, including underutili-
zation, high management costs, and vulnerabilities, are solved through the use of Virtualization.  I 
will be doing a presentation this month that will cover Virtualization using a product from a company 
called VMware. I will demonstrate a product called VMware Workstation 5.5.  So if you ever built a 
dual boot system or just want to run those old DOS games on your new XP machine, then make 
sure to look for my presentation at this month’s meeting.
